Where Do I Go? 
On September 29th, come to the basement of Christ Lutheran Church.  You will be shown the room 
where your son’s Den will meet.  If you cannot stay for the Den meeting, please walk your son to the 
meeting. 
 

What Do I need? 
1. Handbook  (Tiger, Wolf, Bear, Webelos) $7 
2. Uniform 

a. Shirt  (short sleeve recommended)  $23 
i. For Tiger and Wolf cubs buy the shirt “big” 

b. Class-B T-shirt $7 
i. Only available from Pack 68.  More info to follow. 

c. Neckerchief  (rank specific) $5 
d. Neckerchief slide (rank specific) $2.50 
e. Hat (rank specific)  $12 (optional) 
f. Belt $6.50  (these are now rank specific, but just get the Cub Scout buckle) 
g. Patches 

i. World Scout Crest emblem $1.50 
ii. PA Dutch Council Patch $3 

1. Available from PA Dutch Council Scout Shop or contact your Den 
Leader. 

iii. Numbers “68” $2 
iv. Den Number $1.40 

h. Patch Vest (optional) - $12.50 
i. This is a place for your cub Scout to display all the patches he earns 

i. How to get patches on the uniform 
i. Sew them on using the uniform emblem guide at the end of this document. 

ii. Take shirt and Patches to Highlander Cleaners on West High Street.  They will 
sew on the patches in the proper place for $.95 a patch.  They do a great job.  
They align perfectly.  They match the thread. Be sure to tell them “Pack 68”. 

 
NOTE:  You don’t need any of these items by Sept 29th.  You should make every effort to get them as 
quickly as you can.  You can coordinate with your Den

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Driving Directions From Elizabethtown:  
Take PA Route 283 East to Lancaster.  Exit onto 501 South (Lititz Pike). 
At second traffic light  (Marshall Ave ... the one immediately before you go up over the railroad 
bridge) turn left.  
Go approximately 4/10 miles and look to your left for a sign that says "Lot 4" at the top.  Turn into 
parking lot at sign that says "Lot 4".  
Scout Office is to the right of the parking lot.  
  
OTHER NOTES that may be helpful:  
Although the address is Janet Ave, you never actually go on Janet Ave.   
The next cross street after the sign that says "Lot 4" is Janet Ave.  If you see Janet Ave, you have gone 
too far.  
You will cross Julliette Ave.   The scout office is next building on your left.   There are two entrances.  
You should enter at the entrance next to the sign that says "Lot 4".  
When you turn into the parking lot, there is a bronze statue of a Scout to your right.   The scout office 
entrance is immediately to the left of the statue (as you face the statue).  
 
Many of the items can be purchased online at www.scoutstuff.org.  The only items that you cannot 
purchase online are the Council patch and the Class-B t-shirt.
